Dr. Paul R. Ahr President of Camillus House, Inc discusses the homeless situation with Dr. Juan and Sarah Barek.
Dr. Ahr says Camillus House was founded in 1960 by the Brothers of the Good Shepard. He says the goal of
Camillus House Is to end chronic homelessness with hard to place diental that also have a disabling condition in
Miami. Camillus House has a Federal funded health care dinic for the homeless. They also have a substance abuse
and mental iliness treatment program. Dr. Ahr says we have to have a relationship with the homeless before they
will give that control over thelr lives for treatments.  There is a homeless syndrome that is very guarded and
unwilling to look for treatment. Camillus House has partner with Miami Rescue Mission, Salvation Army, and the
Homeless Assist Center to help serve the homeless.

Dr. Ahr says Camillus House has evolved to a major treatment facility for the homeless in Miaml. This is Federal and
State funded drug and alcohol treatment fadiiity. He says they have transitional and permanent housing for
recovering addicts as long as they stay drug free, Camillus House serves 30,000 meals a month, and give out food
baskets to family who doesnt have food to eat. He says the real problem with homelessness Is that people cant
afford live in a home. We need more low income housing. . Dr. Ahr says their goal is to get people a job, keep the
job, and get a place to live

Dr. Donald Clarke, President and Ezekiel Smith Assistant Director both from Harvest Fire Intemational Qutreach
speaks with Pastor Juan Barek about housing and the homeless transition. Dr. Clarke says they partner with the
Miami Rescue Mission assisting people as they move from the shelter to transitional housing and eventually into
their own home. Mr. Smith says the biggest problem with the homeless is the amount of low cost housing for
people. Many people have limited employable skills find it difficult to manage rent, while some can afford the
monthly payment of ownership, the actual down payment is a challenge Dr. Clarke promises to continue the work
towards housing self-suffidency.

Susan Baln, founder and Jesse Crosiin, Donation Coordinator for the Starting Place along with host Dr. Juan Barek
discuss how their dients have made a new start. Mrs. Bain says being able to pay rent is a large problem. Most
people are a pay check from the streets and affordable housing is limited in the Broward County area. Crosiin says
in this county, 25,000 people are noted as homeless. Bain says thelr shelter provides a homelike setting which
differs from most outreach organizations. She says with an 80% success rate, their goa! of providing continued
support will be a high priority.
